Some Facts About Freetown

Settled 1659

The Freemen’s Purchase, April 2, 1659
was a 4 mile tract of land purchased
from the Wampanoag Indians.

Town Name—*“Freetown”

Colonist who were “free men” pur-
chased the land (Freemen’s Purchase)
and divided it into 26 lots which be-
came known as Freetown.

Pocasset Purchase

The Sogkonate Indians claimed a sec-
tion of the Freemen’s Purchase was
their land. After a court hearing, the
property was purchased and divided
into 30 lots and became known as
New Freetown or East Freetown.

Incorporated 1683
Freetown celebrated it’s 325th
Anniversary in 2008.

Town Hall—3 North Main St.

Was built in 1888 and was originally
the home to all the town offices, police
dept., fire dept., and library.

Town Seal

State authorities recommended the
use of town seals in 1890. When de-
vising the seal for Freetown, the
Chairman of the Board of Selectmen,
Col. Silas P. Richmond took into con-
sideration the “one little kettle”
named in the Freemen’s Purchase .
The official seal was accepted by the
town and was first used in 1893.

The population in Freetown is 8,870

per the 2010 Federal census.

Dog Licenses p
=5

All dogs 6 months and older
need to be licensed in accord-
ance with Mass. General Law
and local Freetown By-Laws.
The licensing is required by
April 1 each year. Rabies vac-
cinations have to be up-to-date
in order to obtain a license.

Single licenses (not kennels)
may be purchased through the

mail by sending the license fee
along with a copy of the rabies
certificate and a self-addressed
stamped envelope to the Town
Clerk’s Office. The current fee
for a neutered male or a spayed
female is $10.00 and $15.00 for
a dog that is not altered. Ken-
nels vary in price according to
the size of the kennel.

Late Fees: Licenses paid after
May 31st are subject to a $5.00

late fee and then an addition-
al $15.00 late fee after July
1st. Finally, a $50.00 non-
criminal violation will then
be issued by the Dog Officer
to the owner of the dog. If
the resident declines pay-
ment of the violation and dog
fees a court date is set.

Residents should notify the
Town Clerk’s Office if they no
longer have a dog that was
previously licensed.

Burning of brush, cane, driftwood, and forestry debris (from
other than commercial and/or industrial clearing operations) is
allowed with a permit between January 15 to May 1. Permits
are also required for the burning of Christmas trees from
December 26 to January 7. Burning of grass, hay, leaves,
stumps and tires is prohibited. Permits can be obtained online
at www.freetownma.gov Any questions can be answered by
placing a call to the Wayne Haskins Fire Station located at 25
Bullock Road in East Freetown at 508-763-4829. The fee for the
permit is $5.00.

CURBSIDE TRASH PICK UP AND RECYCLING
WEEKLY TRASH PICK UP

Freetown has a “Pay As You Throw Bag Program” which bean in
2010. All household trash needs to be placed in the required offi-
cial Green Freetown Bags in order to qualify for the weekly
curbside pick up . Only the official green bags will be collected.
Cost per Bag: 15gal = $1.25; 33gal = $2.50 (sold in 5 bag sleeves).
There is no other fee or bill issued for trash collection. Please visit
the town’s website at www.freetownma.gov to obtain more info.

BI-WEEKLY CURBSIDE RECYCLING

Freetown has a bi-weekly curbside recycling program. For ease, all
recyclable materials can be combined together in a container. There is no
' need to separate newspapers from bottles, etc. A container can be a trash
barrel or a tote, but must have the official Green ‘Freetown Recyclables”
Sticker on the container in order to qualify for the bi-weekly pick-up and
cannot be larger than a 40 gal. size. All recyclables must be clean—no food
waste or trash. Stickers may be obtained at Board of Health Office and the
Treasurer’s Office located in the town hall or at the Transfer Station on How-
land Rd. More than one container is allowed per household, as long as each
container has an official sticker attached to it.

ITEMS THAT CAN BE RECYCLED AT THE CURBSIDE:

Newspaper, Magazines, Catalogs, Telephone Books, Soft Cover Books, Junk Mail/Envelopes,
Paper, Paperboard (cereal/shoe boxes), Flattened Cardboard, Brown Paper Bags, Plastics
Marked #1 through #7, Glass Bottles/Jars, Aluminum (pie plates/trays), Metal Cans (tin, steel,
aluminum).

ITEMS THAT CANNOT BE RECYCLED AT THE CURBSIDE:

No Plastic Bags, No Ceramics, No Dishes, No Pyrex, No Mirrors, No Windows, No Auto Glass,
No Unmarked Plastics, No Coat Hangers, No Light Bulbs, No Motor Oil or Antifreeze Containers,
No Paint Cans, No Aerosol Cans, No Cell Phones, No Appliances, No Pots or Pans, No Furni-
ture, No Batteries, No Building Products, No 5-Gallon Pails, No Cables or Wires, No Styrofoam,
No aluminum foil, No dirty paper towels or dirty paper plates, No plastic bags.
